WHEREAS, during the month of September, all residents of the city of Glendale and
throughout the state are encouraged to prepare for emergencies by increasing public
awareness and by communicating important preparedness messages to family members,
businesses, schools, and the community; and

WHEREAS, by following a few simple steps which include organizing an emergency
supply kit, developing a personal preparedness plan, participating in community-wide
efforts, and becoming informed about common hazards and threats, Glendalians can
